Pamela Martha Byrnes/Pamela Martha Focker (Teri Polo): Greg's f------. She is a second grade t------ in Chicago and l---- with Greg. Before starting a relationship with Greg, she was e------ briefly to Kevin, with whom she is still f------.

Dina Byrnes (Blythe Danner): The w--- of Jack Byrnes, and mother of Pam, Debbie and Danny. She balances the relationship with Jack as the soft spot, and the sympathetic voice of reason to her h------.

Little Jack (Spencer and Bradley Pickren): Jack's approximately one-year-old g------- by his other daughter, Debbie. 
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
